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I was born and raised in Ontario, Canada and became a certified diver in 1977 diving fresh water quarries,
going on to drift dives above and below Niagara Falls in the Niagara River’s warm waters of the summer
months to riding the ice flows in the winter months. The Great Lakes offer some of the best wreck diving
in the world with over 6000 identified wrecks and an estimated 5000 still to be found. These wrecks are
the best preserved shipwrecks in the world; the elements that promote this preservation are the same that
add challenges to scuba diving. I've made dives on 200 year old shipwrecks that look like they would
sail away if returned to the surface.

Lovers point: View from the Beach ouse Restaurant

Well, fellow club members, we had an enjoyable time on our weekend trip, and now it is my duty to report back to
the club. | want to paint a picture of all the happenings and give you a sense of just how eventful a quick two-day
scuba trip up north can be.

This was supposed to be just a short getaway, but Cindy and Rob Johnson, along with Marci and Dale Burrows,
decided to get a head start. They went up a couple of days early, camped at Memorial Veterans Park, and even
scouted the local dive spots—pinning San Carlos as the Saturday dive site. Good thing too, because Monastery
Beach had been the original plan, but the surf was pounding with 6-7 ft waves.

The rest of us, still working the salt mines, rolled out of Ventura at a cozy 7:00 AM Saturday morning and pulled into
San Carlos around 1:00 PM.

The scuba vibe was everywhere: divers suiting up, rinsing gear, and wrapping
up dives. We had arrived in Scubaland! Vans and trucks were decked out with
tanks and gear, and drysuit divers dominated the scene. | kept my eye out for
anyone brave enough to be in a wetsuit, thinking, What the Heck did | get myself

into? It must be freezing outthere  But, it was not. San Carlos Spirit

At any given moment, you could spot at least 30 divers doing what divers do. And just to make my day, three
cheerful “witches” on paddleboards came walking toward me. Of course, | couldn’t resist calling out “peek-a-boo!”
They happily posed for the camera, and their cheerful spirit put a spell on me, and, | suited up.

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We broke into buddy teams: Dale with Rob, Mike with Eddie, and Melanie with me, while Bilel arrived about an hour
later and dove solo.

Getting to the beach was easy. The walk was paved; the entry was chill—no surf, a long sandy slope entry, and a
harbor wall that blocked the swell. Plenty of time and room to get fins on before kicking out. The surface water temp
was a comfortable 63°F—how maghnificentis that? Even better, it only dropped to 59°F at 40 ft. | had been expecting
52°F, so this was a pleasant surprise.

We followed the rocky wall westward, weaving in and out up and down the wall slope and boulders. The terrain
beyond and parallel to the wall was sandy. But the wall itself was alive with marine life. The wall boulders were
stacked on a slope and thick in kelp but zero surge so navigating thru the kelp was a beautiful scene. The wall was
loaded with life: sea stars, nudibranchs, massive anemones, and other fishes darting in and out of our way.

The kelp made the light rays dance through the water giving that familiar “cathedral” effect we all know so well.

Visibility along the wall was roughly 10-15 ft but dropped to about 5 ft once you moved away from the wall. Nav
was all about staying close to the wall and keeping my buddy lights in sight.

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As we looped back, we passed other divers underwater—some even looked like they were doing an OW class. |
signaled hi, but they ignored me, they were in their own little struggle. Then came Bilel, charging in like Aquaman
with his green hunter suit and beard, super stoked, happy to see us, and eager to get his dive in. Our exit was
smooth and easy, thanks to the gradual sandy slope, which made for a controlled finish to the dive.

After the Dive

After the dive, our group stormed The Beach House restaurant (Ann Hoagland’s recommendation). We showed up
at 4:00 PM with no reservations, and since the doors opened at 4:30, we ended up first in line. Lucky us—the staff
managed to squeeze us allin.

The food was delicious, and a friendly local gal gave us the “locals-only” menu—about one-third cheaper than the
posted prices. So, if you ever go, be sure to ask for the local menu, because they won’t offer it. You have to ask for
it.

The Sand Dabs Almondine (panko-dusted sand dab filets) were the favorite of the night, backed up with fried
calamari rings, and some fancy bread, all washed down with cold beers and wine. To top it off, our table sat right
by the window with a perfect view of the cove at Lovers Point.

Afterwards, we drove to the lighthouse knowing it was closed but it was also gated! Ridiculous! So instead, we
headed to Carmel-by-the-Sea. The strip was buzzing—small elegant restaurants, boutique shops, and a cozy,
inviting energy. We stopped at an Italian cafe for pastries, ice cream, and coffee before calling it a night.

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Point Lobos - Day Two

The next morning, we regrouped and enjoyed a scenic drive through the forest on our way to Point Lobos State
Natural Reserve. The scenery was stunning—Monterey cypress, Monterey pines, and coast live oaks lining the

road, with coastal views, and a blue sky opening up along the way. It felt like the perfect welcome.

We set up at Whalers Cove; the water was flat as a lake with a tapestry of kelp beds. A few benches & parking lined
the dirt shore, and an easy ramp provided direct access to the water—no rock hopping required. Local divers and
plenty of hikers making Sunday a happening day.

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The outer pinnacles were visible in the distance, with 5-6 ft swells crashing against them, but the cove remained
calm and completely sheltered. Inside, the diving was peaceful: lush kelp, walls teeming with life, and sandy
channels weaving between reefs. The protected nature of the cove made navigation relaxed and easy, perfect for
taking in the scenery without fighting surge. Visibility was about 20 ft, surface temp 62°F and 54°F at 40 ft. However,
it was cozy at 30 ft.

After the dive, everyone packed up except for Mike and Eddie, who stayed in for a second dive. Melanie, Ann, and
I, on the other hand, were on a mission for a hamburger joint—and when we found it, we crashed it hard.

The drive home was easy, and we rolled back into Ventura around 4:30 PM. That left plenty of time to rinse gear,
kick back, and get prepped for Monday.

This was a big achievement for
me because | was unsure if my legs would hold up to the bouncing and stress of small boat diving. | would like to
thank club members Don Sisting and Rob Marion for their encouragement and support in my rehab for diving. |
really wanted to be able to SAFELY dive again. Ten years ago, when | had my right knee rebuilt, | entered the water
way too soon. My leg muscles just weren’t there. To be honest, | absolutely had no business being in the ocean
those first two dives. Thankfully, | survived those experiences and no one was there to watch my floundering.
Anyway, this time around my legs were ready (just barely) and bug season is off to a good start.

Bug Report........ it’s been Good Hunting.

At the time writing this, | have made 3 trips with Don Sisting aboard his boat to our local harvesting areas. We
limited out for lobster on each trip. [ tellya, ? Y U IORt tO¢ck@xl Y2H3 t apjR U DI kel dAgpRdddnyself on
my lobster catches, but he puts me to shame. | need to thank him for his extras which have helped me fill my quota.
Don has also made 2 additional harvesting trips with his kayak. | think his score card reads 34 bugs right now. | am
sure it will be higher by the time this newsletter comes out. | hope mine will be too.

On October 7", we went up the coast and conditions were almost perfect! Fairly flat ocean, no wind, and we hit
high tide for our first dive with 15 ft visibility (good for the coast). We were able to dive the shallows (10 ft) and then
moved deeper as the tide and viz dropped. The ocean was warm with the bright sun shining giving a comfortable
feeling on deck. | never got cold at all!

WE SWAM THE GRAND CANYON

This is the incredible story of two young surfers who swam 280 miles of the Colorado River through the Grand
Canyon from Lees Ferry to Pierce Ferry in 1955. Their equipment was budget cheap---war surplus rubber boxes
designed to protect radio gear, made from corded neoprene and sealable, thin rubber shirts found on sale at a dive
shop at $15 apiece, swim fins, and wool long johns.

This thoroughly engaging story describes how they swam with the current, dodged rocks to sluice through deadly
rapids, clawed their way to minuscule camp spots along vertical walls, fought swirling dust devils, and chewed
silty river grit with every mouthful of food on their 26-day adventure. The U.S. Park Service first wanted to remove
them from the river, then reconsidered and congratulated them as the goal was reached. This never repeated (and
stillillegal) swim rates a paragraph or more in most books covering the history of the Grand Canyon.
